	Objectives (50 words max) 
The conference brings together students and young researchers from all the European countries, and some also from Asia and Africa. Its objective is to promote interactions and exchanges between them and to contribute to build spaces of discussions which promote multiculturalism and integration. It’s open to public with the aim to involve citizens in the discussions.

	target groups (50 words max) 
The conference will address mainly to students and young researches, but it will try to involve citizens and public representative institutions with the aim to stimulate deep discussions on multiculturalism, migration, identity, social and individual bodies… offering them an open space of cultural sensitization and social integration.

	Activities (130 words max)
MASN conferences are organized by students and share a common structure, thought for giving possibilities of presenting personal researches as well for improve collective discussions and offer open spaces for cultural exchanges. The first three days will be dedicated to special plenary sessions, while the fourth will be a network-day, where all the MASN members are invited to decide for the “structure” of the network, as well to propose collective field-work and collaborations with other associations or institutions, and the topics of the next conference. Conference days will be divided in morning (papers presentation) and afternoon (roundtable discussions, workshops) sessions as well as fringe events (excursions, exhibitions, performances, films and so on) in the evening. The conference prevede also a space of free exchange settend each afternoon in a different place of the city. Topics:

· Day one: Political Anthropology (economical anthropology, conflicts, postcolonial studies, anthropology of violence)

·  Day two: Urban Anthropology (migrations, multiculturalism, anthropology of spaces);
· Day Three: Anthropology of the Body (medical anthropology, anthropology of senses, gender studies, linguistic).
